HOW TO OBTAIN AN 

OCCUPATIONAL LICENSE 

 

Anyone that engages in any type of 

business within the city limits is 

required to have a Neptune Beach 

Occupational License. 
 

You may pick up the appropriate 

forms at City Hall at 116 First Street 

or download the Occupational 

License Form from the City’s 

website. 

 

Additional paperwork may be 

required such as proof of insurance, 

state certification, documents of 

incorporation, fictitious name 

registrations, health department 

inspections, liquor licenses, tax 

identification numbers, etc. 

 

If applying for a home occupational 

license and you do not own the 

property, you must obtain a notarized 

statement from the property owner 

giving permission for the business to 

be operated at that location. 
 

LAWN CARE TIPS FOR 

STORMWATER  POLLUTION  

PREVENTION 

 
 

1.) Never fertilize before a storm 
to avoid having it washed in to 
the storm drains. 

2.) Irrigate only when lawns need 
water to reduce runoff and 
conserve water. 

3.) Keep leaves and grass 
clippings out of street and 
storm drains. 

4.) Construct a berm and swale 
system to prevent runoff from 
directly entering lakes and 
streams and storm drains. 

5.) Lakefront homeowners should 
leave a fertilizer free buffer 
next the lake area. 

 
Phosphorous loading of lakes and 
waterways by the use of fertilizers 
is a growing concern in Florida.  
Excess phosphorous can lead to a 
decline in water quality.  For 
more information on Florida 
friendly landscaping, visit:

If a freeze is predicted, allow 
the outside faucet farthest 
from the water connection to 
your home to drip.
